How to Wash & Sanitize Your Mask

Keeping your face mask sanitized is essential! Masks

should be washed after each use. Always remove your

mask without touching the layer facing out, also wash
your hands after handling or touching a used mask.

1. Washing machine
e You can include your mask with your regular laundry.
e Use regular laundry detergent and the warmwater.

2. Washing by hand

e Prepare a bleach solution by mixing: 1/3 cup household
bleach per gallon of room temperature water OR use
4 teaspoons household bleach per quart of warm water.

e (Check label to be sure your bleach is intended for
disinfection. Some bleach products, such as color-safe,
may not be suitable. Ensure the bleach product is not
expired. Never mix household bleach with ammonia
or any other cleanser.

e Soak the mask in the bleach solution for 5 minutes.

e Rinse thoroughly with cool water.

3. Make sure to completely dry mask after washing.
