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Who is wise and understanding among you? Show by your good life that
your works are done with gentleness born of wisdom. ~James 3: 13, NRSV

Do you have a favorite superhero? As your mind flashes back, let me clarify my question. Who is your
#1 superhero of the Christian faith? I’'m not referring to a biblical character. You probably have one of

those already. Pick someone you know—or knew—personally that you look up to who models Jesus in
word and deed.

While | do have many superheroes, let me share about Art Murfin. He was the staff pastor at the first
mission field where | served. At the time, | had been a Christian less than two years. Much of my early
discipleship came during the initial month of my arrival after which he completed his term and returned
to the States. Almost every Sunday after worship, | had tears in my eyes because Pastor Art’s preaching
and teaching reached deep down to my core.

Flash-forward four years. | am at mission headquarters here in the U.S. for several days of training. And
who is one of the key leaders? Pastor Art Murfin. During a break from one of the sessions, | took him
aside and told him the impact he had—and still has—on me from just that one month under his ministry.

James uses the word wisdom which is translated as “taking knowledge and using it correctly.”
And understanding is defined as “using intelligence carefully and intentionally.” | hope this helps
provide some clarity to these words of James.

Now, have you picked that superhero yet? Let’s take it the next step. Are you a superhero to
someone else? | bet you are and you may not even realize it. Be good. Be gentle.
Be (godly) wise. Live intentionally for Jesus! D a\
