are now open and operating on a limited schedule for drop-off only tax filing at the 
Lower Cape Senior Center and the Howard Stainton Senior Center in Ocean City.  
 

Appointments will be for drop-off tax preparation only. Please remain in your  

vehicle upon arrival and an intake specialist will be out to collect your documents.  
Please be sure to protect yourself and others by wearing a face mask.  
 

Covid Vaccinations - If you are over 65 and in a high risk group, you should be able 
to make an appointment to receive a vaccine at one of the following locations.  Ap-
pointments are limited. All listed vaccination sites may not have open appointments 
available immediately.
