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“When you fast, comb your hair and wash your face. Then no one will notice that you are
fasting, except your Father, who knows what you do in private. And your Father,
who sees everything, will reward you.” ~Jesus in Matthew 6: 17 — 18, NLT

Jesus is speaking to a Jewish audience. In the Old Testament law, fasting is required only once — on the Day of
Atonement. However, by the time Jesus comes onto the scene, tradition has multiplied fasting opportunities so
the practice ends up being diluted from its sacred annual event.

The problem that arises in the first-century Jewish culture is that many are trying to draw attention to themselves
and not to God. Fasting is done living under the hot Israeli (desert) sun without any “Coppertone” to protect the
skin. All it takes is a quick glance and it is obvious who is fasting and who is not. In actual practice, many of

them only appear to be fasting when they are really just faking it. Jesus says if you are going to do it, then do it
right — for “your Father” not your self.

I’'m going to stretch this out a bit and declare that while giving up food for some higher purpose may have merit,
looking at Jesus as the bridegroom of the great Wedding Feast is more my style. Jesus is the host of the Heaven-

ly Banquet. Let those in the world do things to be seen by others in their world. In the end, it’s what God thinks
of us that truly matters.

Thought for the Day: When you get the urge to say, “Look at me,” point your finger toward the Cross and say,
“Look at Him.”
