And the more I know, the more I realize what I don’t
know. And I am loving every minute of knowing more.

I am pretty good at the self-pity, “Woe is me” game of life. Yet, if [ were to put a percentage on the “success
rate” of exploring God’s Word to dig me out of that hole, then I would say 100%. The Bible speaks. The
question you-me-we need to ask: Does it speak to me? You won’t know until you, 1) open it, 2)read it,

3) study it, 4) pray over it and most of all 5) LIVE in it.

“Five Steps to a Better Life.” It sounds like the title of my next (first) book. Sorry, but that book has already
been written. It’s called The Holy Bible.
