John the Baptist is speaking about the Coming Christ. He says that Jesus must
increase (in him) and himself must therefore decrease. I like how the New Liv-
ing Translation renders this verse: He must become greater and greater, and [
must become less and less. (John 3: 30, NLT)

John uses a farming metaphor: For a plant to grow stronger, it must push out
that which is holding it back. I’m not a scientist but I remember reading that
two objects cannot occupy the same space. If we truly desire for Jesus to take . c 3
charge then we must be willing to give up something. If we say we want Jesus The tiny seed Knew that in order
